	CAD:  Antiplatelet Therapy

	Percentage of CAD patients who were prescribed antiplatelet therapya.

· Numerator – Patients who were prescribed antiplatelet therapy

· Denominator – All patients with CAD ≥ 18 years of age 
Denominator Exclusion:  Documentation of medical reason(s)b for not prescribing antiplatelet therapy; documentation of patient reason(s)c for not prescribing antiplatelet therapy.
	a. Antiplatelet therapy may include aspirin, clopidogrel, or combination of aspirin and dipyridamole.

b. Medical reasons for not prescribing antiplatelet therapy:  active bleeding in the previous six months which required hospitalization and/ or transfusion(s), patient on other antiplatelet therapy, etc.
c. Patient reasons: economic, social, and/or religious, etc.

	a. Medical reasons for not prescribing a B-blocker:  bradycardia (defined as HR <50 bpm w/o b-blocker therapy), history of Class IV heart failure, history of 2nd or 3rd degree AV block w/o permanent pacemaker, etc.

	HF:  Left Ventricular Function (LVF) Assessment
